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THE SPITFIRE HISTORY - 1967/1970 MK111: The Trlumph Spltflre
3y Neil Williamson Story

Following new American legislation, there had to be some significant changes on the
sports car front. The Spitfire had been selling well and now had to be redesigned
to conform to these new regulations. The basic shape was retained but new front
bumpers were fitted above instead of below the grille. The rear bumpers were also
raised and the vertical overriders of the previous models were discarded.

The other significant change was under the bonnet, where a newly introduced 12%cc
engine was fitted. This unit was the most powerful of all the Spitfire engines and
couid have been even more so i$S the emissions equipment had not been fitted.

The interior was the same as the MK1l with a few detail changes. Reversing lights
were standard fitting now. The later MK11l's had an integral rear number plate light-
come-reversing light as on the Vitesse 2L. The American specification MK111l also had
the yet to be announced MK1V dashboard.

The MK111 handled better than the previous models due to a new rear leaf spring which
gave the car more negative camber.

In 1970 however, British Leyland announced the completely new Spitfire MK1V with even
more emissions equipment.

In compiling the register, I have been intrigued by a series of cars with the regis-
tration series CBF 6 ---H. The register contains 065, 606, 607, 625, 626 and 642,
all registered on or about 20th November 1969. These are all 2 litre Convertibles.
Either Staffordshire had a very enthusiastic dealer in convertible, or did Reliant
become involved? I have seen early factory press demonstrator Bugs with registra-
tions in this series. Can anyone enlighten me?

I have recently acquired a brand new tonneau cover for an Equipe Convertible, from
the original manufacturer, from the original pattern. This was intended for my own
car but is now surplus, if anyone is interested.

LETTER FROM JACK HALLIDAY, READING:

Concerning Peter Tustin's horn which works only when steering 'dead ahead'; probably
the contact brush 108657 is making poor contact with the contact ring, owning to old
grease, muck etc. Get at it by prising out the horn push assembly; the brush is

a sprung telescopic assembly, rather like the contacts in a good bayonet lampholder
with a copper braid soldered inside between the two halves.

The ring sits below this and tc clean it without removing the steering wheel, jack

the front end to allow the steering to swing easilyy then stuff in a piece of clean

rag soaked in a solvent such as Thawpit, assisted by a piece of stick. Swing the wheel
a few times and it will probably be OK.

Other possible poor contact points will be obvious; it is just possible to dismantle
and reassemble the actual push if still dodgy. For a time I suspected poor earthing
column to chassis but now think my trouble was at the top end as described.
Now for Oliver St John and his fuel gauge tank unit. In my Parts Book someone has
inked in '215846 from HC52828'm from which I infer that the lock ring version (which
1 have on my Vitesse) must have superseded the screw version which, I think is
213411. Clearly not interchangeable but I have suceeded in repairing two of these
where one end of the resistance winding has broken away.
